MANDAN PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
MANDAN CITY HALL BUILDING
June 23, 2014
The Planning and Zoning Commission of Mandan duly met in session in the meeting room of the Mandan City Hall Building on June 23, 2014 at 5:15 p.m. CDT.
Commissioners Present:  Zachmeier, Fleischer, Hilfer, Kelly, Klein, Knoll, Van Beek, Leingang, Mehlhoff, Robinson
Commissioners Absent:  Laber, Liepitz
Commissioner Leingang motions to approve the May 27, 2014 minutes with a correction to the motion made on Other Business item 1. Commissioner Knoll seconds.  Upon vote, the motion receives unanimous approval of the Board.
New Business
1. A request from Jason Frank for final Replat of Lots 3A-3H, Lot 3, Block 4, Heart Ridge Addition. Said addition is in the SE ¼ of Section 34, Township 139N, Range 81W and located on 7th Avenue SE and 14th Street SE.
Commissioner Kelly arrives at 5:18 p.m.

Bob Decker, Planner, describes and identifies the area. The preliminary was approved at the last meeting. This is the final plat submittal. Nothing has changed. The developer plans on building six duplex units. A fire hydrant was added. 
Commissioner Leingang motions to approve the final replat. Commissioner Knoll seconds.  Upon vote, the motion receives unanimous approval of the Board.  
2. A request from Wade Vogel, Premier Homes, for a zone change. The request is to change the zoning of Lots 2-4, Block 1, Lakewood Commercial Park in Section 6, Township 138N, Range 80W from MA (Light Industrial/Heavy Commercial) to CB (Heavy Commercial). Said property is located on 46th Avenue SE.
Bob Decker, Planner, describes and identifies the area. The area surrounding this property is zoned CB, except to the north, which is MA. The intent is for duplexes or multi-family and a small area for commercial buildings next to the water park’s parking lot.
Commissioner Leingang asks why he doesn’t zone it R7 along the water. Bob says he is seeking multi-family residential and the property surrounding is commercial. The MA zoning would not allow residential. 
Dave Patience, Swenson & Hagen, “We’re working on this plan right now. Like your city planner was telling ya, along the water it would be nicer to have residential than it would be commercial. But, Premier Homes and Mr. Vogel he’s got a lot of twin unit and four unit buildings that would fit in this area. But then again we still have to buffer inside from the commercial that’s out with the water park and the C Store and all that kind of stuff, so he wants to have a little neighborhood commercial space right along the trees or along the street and buffer that from the neighborhood so that he can go away from the road and put in four unit buildings and a few two unit buildings along the water and stuff like that. I think it will all work out. Again, like your planner told you, you can’t do that in a MA zone. It can’t have any residential. We’re working on the plans trying to get a good mix of two unit and four unit buildings. No singles in there. Still have some commercial along the street there.”
Commissioner Leingang, “So you don’t plan on having any single? It would be all duplexes and four-plexes?”

Dave Patience, “Yes. It would be kind of like what LeeRoy put behind his office building there. Those townhouses across the water from him. That type of a mix.  

Commissioner Mehlhoff motions to approve the zone change to CB excluding single-family residential. Commissioner Kelly seconds. Upon vote, the motion receives unanimous approval of the Board.

3. A request from Bryan Moser for a building setback variance. The request is to allow encroachment into front yard setback on Lot 1, Block 1, Developers West Acres 2nd Addition in Section 17, Township 139N, Range 81W. Said property is located at 4304 40th Avenue NW.
Bob Decker, Planner, describes and identifies the area. This is a corner lot with the front of the house facing the side street. The owners want to put a foyer where the front door is. The foyer would be approximately 10’ x 6’. It would slightly extend into the front yard setback. The current front wall is 26.7’ from the sidewalk. It would extend into the setback about 4.5’ to 5’. There are no other properties facing this street and no traffic. It is a larger lot and this would not be a hindrance to anything. 
Commissioner Leingang motions to approve the building setback variance. Commissioner Klein seconds. Upon vote, the motion receives unanimous approval of the Board.

4. A request from Nate Vollmuth for annexation of Government Lots 3 & 4 and part of the SW ¼ of the NW ¼ of Section 3, Township 138N, Range 81W. Said property is south of Keidels South Hearth Terrace 3rd Addition.

Bob Decker, Planner, describes and identifies the area. The development on the north side of this property is already annexed. There are a lot of drainage improvements that have to be done in those streets. The drainage serves this larger area, which is still in the county. By annexing this property, the improvements can be assessed to a larger area spreading out the cost of the project. 
Justin Froseth, City Engineer, says the City Commission, at the last meeting, approved to move forward with the project on condition that the area is enlarged for the storm sewer improvements and a letter of credit for any amount of the project over $30,000 per lot. Otherwise, the assessment cost for the lots in Keidels South Heart Terrace 3rd would have been very large. 
Chair Robinson asks if the shaded area includes the entire stormwater to the south. 

Justin says the shaded area is part of the same watershed. All the water makes its way to the platted portion so the pipes must be sized to handle the water. 
Bob says the annexed property will be developed in the future. It is the same owner for the property being annexed and the platted subdivision there. 

Commissioner Zachmeier arrives at 5:32 p.m. 
The property would automatically revert to R7 zoning by the annexation. 
Commissioner Knoll motions to approve the annexation. Commissioner Mehlhoff seconds. Upon vote, the motion receives unanimous approval of the Board.
OTHER BUSINESS
1. Discuss proposed revisions to Chapter 3 of Title 21 of the Mandan Municipal Code.

Bob Decker, Planner, left this item on the agenda in case anybody had comments or ideas. Municode has started their process of reviewing the Municipal Code. He will not make any changes until they submit their first edit. Bob continues to review and make notes until then. Doug Lalim, Building Official, is also reviewing. 
Shauna Laber has been voted in as City Commissioner. A notice for her opening on the board will be going out within the next week or so. Commissioner Zachmeier asks if she can serve on both boards. Mayor Van Beek thinks she could not serve as a voting member. 
The meeting adjourns at 5:41 p.m.
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
