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NDDOT is leading the development of temporary demonstration projects throughout North Dakota as 
part of the ND Moves Statewide Active and Public Transportation Plan. The project uses temporary 
materials and is intended for an installation period of up to one month. Local communities will install the 
projects with assistance from the consultant team

Temporary pavement 
markings with white 
temporary traffic tape 
outline.

Flexible bollards at each 
approach to the mini 
roundabout help direct 
motor vehicles. Temporary 
plastic curbs further direct 
motorists.

Splitter islands use yellow 
temporary traffic tape. 
Plastic temporary, 
mountable curbs further 
delineate the splitter 
islands.

Mini roundabout is installed with paint 
and traffic tape to accommodate 
larger vehicles. Suggested materials 
are tempera paint or spray paint and 
yellow temporary traffic tape. A 
planter, painted pavement markings, 
and bollards designate the inner 
section of the roundabout.

High visibility or decorative crosswalks 
would provide improved pedestrian 
crossings. Temporary crosswalks are 
installed with spray paint or tempera paint 
and outlined with temporary traffic tape. Six 
feet of space within the splitter islands would 
act as pedestrian refuge islands.

Low planters bring 
greenery to curb 
extensions.

Flexible bollards

Curb extensions shorten the 
pedestrian crossing distance. 
Tempera paint or spray paint 
could be used within the curb 
extensions. White outlines 
should be created using white 
temporary traffic tape.

High visibility or decorative 
crosswalks in a solid color 
enhance pedestrian visibility 
at existing crosswalks. Cross-
walks should be installed with 
temporary white traffic tape. 
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
