Spring Clean Up Week Converting to Spring Free Landfill Week

During an April 7 meeting, the Mandan City
Commission voted to cancel the April 18-25
Spring Clean-Up curbside collection due to
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the COVID-19 pandemic. Instead, the City will
host a Spring Free Landfill Week April 20-25.
The landfill will be open for free dumping to
City of Mandan residents and operate just like
Free Fall Landfill Week did in 2019.

Public Works Department Director Mitch Bitz
cited risks of spreading the coronavirus such
as people picking up another person’s
discarded items, taking them into their homes
and spreading the virus through household
items.

“There is some uncertainty about the chance of any cross contamination that could
take place from residence to residence or from debris piles to crews working the
event,” Bitz said.

Trees, shrubs by cemetery plots may damage memorials

In the Mandan Union Cemetery, many
plantings are a problem or are
becoming one. These trees and shrubs
often cause damage to a neighboring
headstone or marker. Cemetery rules
and regulations prevent permanent
plantings on gravesites at any time.

The grounds maintenance staff has
removed plantings in the past due to
lack of upkeep and growing roots
damaging memorials. Staff respectfully

requests patrons who have planted trees or shrubs in the cemetery to remove
them. As these plantings grow, it is very likely memorials will become compromised
or damaged. If not removed by patrons, staff may remove problematic plantings as
time and resources allow.

Those removing plantings
from the cemetery are welcome to relocate them to private property.

Be counted in the 2020 Census
The census questionnaire is now open, and
residents are encouraged to complete the
questionnaire online at 2020census.gov.
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Being counted is important in determining the
allocation of federal funding in the state. Some

stands to lose $19,100 in federal funds over
the next 10 years.
